SPORTING REGULATIONS - GENERAL

The Gearbox Masters for F250 National and F125 ICC UK is administered jointly by NKF and The British
Superkart Association in accordance with the General Regulations of the Royal Automobile Club Motor
Sport Association (incorporating the provisions of the Sporting Code of the FIA) and these Championship
Regulations.

Specific Sporting regulations shall apply within the NKF Regulations for the Short Circuit events and the
BSA regulations for the Long Circuit events unless stated otherwise in these Championship regulations.
The Championship Number is CHK2010/ 068 MSA Championship Grade D

OFFICIALS
The Championship will be organised by the NKF and the BSA.

COMPETITOR ELIGIBILITY
Drivers and Entrant/Drivers must be a fully paid up, card holding members of either the NKF and
British Superkart Championships and be in possession of a valid 2010 MSA National A Licence

CHAMPIONSHIP ROUNDS
Championship points will be awarded for each race. There will be three events selected from the Super 4
S/C series and three events selected from the British Superkart L/C Series for each class.

The Championship will Comprise of 6 events having at least two races per event. Each race will be a
round of the championship and therefore a points scoring opportunity.

Drivers will drop their worst event score.

SCORING

Points will be awarded to registered competitors only listed as finishers in the heats and finals as

follows: Guest drivers will be allowed and may be eligible for any awards on the day but WILL NOT score
points in the Championship.

HEATS - 1st 25, 2nd 24, 3rd 23, 4th 22 etc.

FINALS - 1st 55, 2nd 52, 3rd 50, 4th 49, 5th 48 etc

B Final score - (after those qualifying for A final) - 1st 20, 2nd 19, 3rd 18 etc.(Applicable S/C events only)
C Final - 0 points. (Applicable S/C events only)

Non start for any race is 0 points
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All karts that come under starters orders and take the start will be classified as a finisher on a roll back of
laps basis. Exclusion from a whole meeting will carry a penalty of minus 50 points and this round must be
counted as one of the qualifying rounds, it cannot be dropped as a worst score. In the event of a meeting
being uncompleted for any reason the following will apply:

A) If an event is stopped prior to the completion of the heats there will be no points for the event.

B) If an event is stopped after completion of the heats the result will be declared on the grid position for the
final and points awarded accordingly

C) Any refund of entry fees will only be considered if an event is stopped before official practice has taken
place. If an event is stopped after official practice has taken place no refund of entry fees will be given.

The winner in each class will be the driver deemed to have the most number of points, less the required
dropped score. In the event of a tie, then the total of the dropped round will come into play. If the tie is not
resolved by this method then the result will be decided by the number of 1st places gained in the finals,
then 2" places, etc until the tie is resolved. If, for any reason, a heat cannot be run, then the average
score from the two heats already run will be taken for the third heat.

A results and information service will operate at all events and be available to all drivers from the race
admin. office. Updated points and results from each round will be posted at the start of

all Championship events or may be requested in writing from the Series Co-ordinator by enclosing a SAE
with first class stamp. Official confirmation of results is the responsibility of the organising club for each
event.

AWARDS

Event organisers will be responsible for provision of awards at meetings for each class, the numbers to be
specified in SR's. No cash awards are allowed, only trophies or goods. A prize/trophy presentation will
take place at each event and drivers should attend to collect awards. If this is not possible another person
may be asked to collect the award for the driver. If the award is not collected it may be disposed of as the
club organising the event decides. Championship awards and other prizes provided by sponsors will be
presented at a special end of season awards evening. The venue for which will be announced later.
Trophies will be awarded for each event, the winner of the event will be the highest aggregate points
scorer across all races of the day.

SPORTING REGULATIONS - JUDICAL PROCEDURES
The Specific sporting regulations within each Championship will apply at the appropriate venue.

The winner of each class shall be awarded the Double Zero (00) number plate and will be entitled to run
that number plate at NKF and BSA events

TECHNICAL REGULATIONS

Karts must comply with MSA Kart General, Technical and Safety Regulations and the

Class specific regulations within the 2010 British Superkart Association Regulations Booklet will
apply at Long Circuit events and the 2010 Kart Race Yearbook will apply at Short Circuit

events unless stated otherwise by these Championship regulations below.

The scrutineers may obtain sample of fuel for testing. Any driver suspected of having illegal fuel after
these tests will be obliged to pay a minimum fee of £300 deposit for an MSA approved fuel test and the
race results will be declared provisional. Following such approved MSA test where the fuel is found to be
illegal, the driver will be excluded from the results and his/her conduct may reported to the MSA for
consideration by a disciplinary tribunal. MSA regulation D34.1 to 34.2.3 plus Kart Race Yearbook 2010,
App.4, section B, reg. B.1.1. applies. Reference K151 which states to enable a fuel test to be conducted a
minimum of one litre of fuel must be present at the end of each race. MSA Blue Book under Section B,
Appendix 1: Tables. Please refer to MSA Blue Book under Section B, Appendix 1: Tables.

The scrutineers may carry out tyre testing. Tests may be carried out by a portable detector to detect the
application of illegal chemical substances applied to tyres, in contravention of MSA regulation U16.9.7 as
per Kart Race Yearbook 2010, App 4, Section G.

Tyres - F250 National Only
5”and 6" tyres are permitted from a variety of manufacturers but the choice may vary from S/C to L/C.
Events on S/C will be to Super 4 rules and those on L/C will be to BSA rules.

Bodywork - F250 National Only
Karts may use long circuit style bodywork on S/C but must run to the appropriate weight limit.
